Throughout this 10-year journey, the Thessaloniki office of

Today, the Heinrich Boll Foundation’s Thessaloniki office,
thanks to a highly capable team of 10 people who strongly
commit to the issues on its agenda, is taking on an
increasingly regional role heading into its second decade,
with responsibility for covering Bulgaria and approaching
migration in a way that links Greece, Turkey, the Western
Balkans and the wider Mediterranean region.

Looking to the future, our team is focusing on actions

When the Heinrich Boll Foundation opened its office in Thessaloniki 10 years ago, Greece and all of
Europe were in the midst of a deep economic and financial crisis, while the climate crisis was becoming
more and more threatening. The choice to focus on certain issues from the beginning — strengthening
democracy and the rule of law, European integration, social inclusion, refugee and migration policy, social
solidarity economy, just ecological transformation, energy transition — proved to be right and crucial.

And these choices are still crucial, because with them, the Thessaloniki office, as part of the Foundation’s
global networRk and in cooperation with numerous partners, is able to provide input that helps prepare
Greece to face current and new challenges.

Today, Europe is in a phase of redefinition. The Covid-19 pandemic has revealed fundamental deficiencies
of the welfare state in European democracies and new risks with regard to their global economic
interconnection. On the other hand, the war unleashed by Russia not only seeks to break up URraine,
which has decided to orient itself towards the West, but also seeks to destroy the fundamental principles
of the post-war order and peace on the European continent: self-determination, respect for borders and
aversion to war.

The countries of Europe must learn lessons and pursue bold, unconventional policies and strategies to
face these multiple crises and emerge stronger. The Heinrich Boll Foundation in Greece is involved in this
mission and will seek to strengthen cooperation with people and institutions that have also recognised
these new challenges, and seek new paths together towards a sustainable and peaceful future.
